SPIRITUAL INVASION

Part 1

THE NEED To Go ON THE OrrensIVE | We need to do
this because our eternal enemy, the devil, has intensified
his onslaught on the Church. We cannot afford to ignore
the warning signals of the Holy Spirit that if we do not
invade the devil, he will invade us with his vicious and
dangerous activities for he knows his time is short. This
has been revealed to us in Rev 12:12 (NKJV):

“Therefore rejoice, O heavens, and you who dwelt in them!
Woe to the inhabitants of the earth and the sea! For the
devil has come down to you, having great wrath, because
he knows that he has a short time.”

WHAT DOES ‘INVADING” MEAN? |
means the following:

Biblically, ‘invading’

e preaching the gospel to the meek, the poor and the
afflicted;

e binding up the broken-hearted;

e proclaiming liberty to the physical and spiritual
captives;

e declaring God’s wondrous work that comforts and
consoles all who mourn, for He causes the oil of joy to
replace their mourning and the garment of praise, their
failing spirit.
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We must understand that if we do not invade the enemy,
many souls will perish without Christ and we will be abso-
lutely responsible.

PREPARING FOR THE SPIRITUAL INvAasiION | Before we, the
army of God, can invade enemy territories effectively and
victoriously, we must prepare ourselves. There are four
steps of preparation before we go on the offensive:

Step 1. ABANDON THE IpoLs IN Our LivEs

Do you know that an idol may not necessarily mean a
graven image for worship? An idol, really, is anything that
has taken the place of God in our lives. Some may have
money as their idol. Others may have position, social sta-
tus, even their spouse, children, parents or friends as their
idols.

The Holy Scriptures have made it clear that it is not the
will of God for us to have anything in between our rela-
tionship with Him. We do have to love everybody but our
love for God must be greater than any other. The Bible
says in Deuteronomy 6: 4 -5:

“Hear. O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one! You
shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all
your soul, and with all your strength.”



And again in Isaiah 42:8:

“I am the Lord, that is My name;
And my glory I will not give to another,
Nor my praise to carved images.”

It is time for us to thoroughly re-examine ourselves to find
out the kind of idol that has taken the place of God in our
lives. We need to confess our sins and ask God for forgive-
ness. When we remove all the idols in our lives and return to
God, He will back us up in all our battles against the enemy.
And our spiritual invasion of the enemy’s camp will bring
many unprecedented victories for the glory of God.

StEP 2. CLEAN GOD’s TEMPLE

We are God’s temple, His Sanctuary. God’s Spirit has a per-
manent dwelling in us. We are called to be holy because
God is holy. We cannot defile the body which Christ paid
for with His life. We must be sanctified and cleansed of all
sinful acts.

Sadly, however, many Christians today have become spiri-
tually apathetic, callous, sensual, eager to indulge in every
form of impurity and ungodliness. They have not stripped
themselves of their former nature. Their sins are the lust
of the eyes, the lust of the flesh and the pride of life. This
proves they have not learnt anything of Christ Jesus.

God is calling us to be constantly renewed in our spirit, to
have a fresh mental and spiritual attitude and not live in de-
ception or hypocrisy. When we are regenerated, created in
Godlike image in true righteousness and holiness, we will
reject all falsehood and will ex-

peculiar opinions and heresies. Only then, purified and
sanctified, will we be vessels of honour, useful to the Mas-
ter, prepared for every good work especially in the intense
heat of a spiritual battle.

STEP 4. RETURN UNTO THE LORD
In Acts 3:19, Peter says:

“Repent therefore and be converted, that your sins may be
blotted out, so that times of refreshing may come from the
presence of the Lord.”

Our abandoning of idols, our cleansing of ourselves of all
defilement, our purifying ourselves for a special purpose are
all part of repentance. With this, we are able to return to
the Lord to receive a refreshing from His glorious presence.
And the Holy Spirit will give us new power and strength to
overwhelm satan and his hosts. When God goes with us, no
devil can stand before us.

Our return unto the Lord should lead us to meditate on His
Word without slacking. We should be able to apply it and
give it first place in our lives. And we should be able to obey
the voice of His Spirit.

CoMMANDING ORDER For Invasion | We are now ready, af-
ter the four steps, to be part of God’s spiritual invasion. As
we move forward, the commanding order for us is this:

a. March on to battle in the power of the Holy Spirit.
b. Never Compromise.
c. Never be cowed by the devil and his hosts.

press truth in all things. Then
we become ready inwardly and
outwardly to stand victorious
in the face of spiritual battles.

StEP 3. PURIFY OURSELVES
This next step is personal puri-
fication for a special purpose.

An 1dol, really, is anything that has
taken the place of God in our lives.

In the Bible, when the Israelites

were going to go into battle, the Lord told Joshua to tell the
people to purify and sanctify themselves for the next day
and He would do wonders for them. The next day, true to
His Word, the Lord gave the Israelites an amazing victory
against their foes.

The Lord is speaking to us today to purify ourselves, to sep-
arate ourselves for a special holy purpose and He will do
wonders for us in this spiritual battle. God is calling for the
church to undergo purification, for us to have inner holiness
and a close walk with Him. It is time for us to give up fruits
of the flesh, such as immorality, impurity, idolatry, sorcery,
strife, jealousy, anger, selfishness, dissension, sects with

d. Set off waving the banner of victory to possess our pos
sessions.

e. Take back what belongs to us.

f. Stand firm on Christ’s victory.

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KEY TO GO’S POWER IS

We all need a demonstration of what we believe. The Word
of God that you hear will produce faith. Faith positions you
to require an experience of what you believe. God gives you
a revelation so that you will have an experience. And that
experience leads you to have a testimony so that the world
will know that what you believed truly happened to you. It’s
not enough for the world to hear you talk about the power,
they need to see it. When they see good things happening
to you... when they see the favor of God on you... when they
see the rest of God on you, it will cause them to wonder and
want what you have.

God wants to lavishly pour out on you all that He has al-
ready prepared. But to fully experience it, you must know
that it can only come through rest.

Rest doesn’t mean a vacation, sitting in front of the TV play-
ing games or watching your favorite shows, or even not do-
ing anything at all. True rest comes from the heart. It is the
state of your heart as you trust God.

Let me show you an example of what | mean. In Exodus 17:8-
16, Israel faced their first battle en route to the Promised Land,
en route to their breakthrough. As they camped in the valley of
Rephidim, which means “resting places”, they were attacked
by the Amalekites, whose name means “worrisome, heavy
labor”. Moses then instructed Joshua - a type and shadow of
Jesus - to choose some men to fight alongside with him against
the enemy. Moses then stood at the top of the hill lifting up the
staff of God in his hands. | call this the New Covenant pose. It
is a stance in which our arms are outstretched, lifted towards
heaven as if saying, “God have your way. | need you.” The
enemy’s tactic is to always attack when you're at rest be-
cause the only way he can get you is to cause you to worry.

But, we can rest because Jesus already paid for everything
on the cross for us. This pose is for everyone and Moses did
it because God had already prepared the land for them.

When Moses hands were lifted up, Israel was winning. But when
he grew tired of holding them up and brought his arms down,
the Amalekites were winning. Aaron and Hur were there with
Moses on the hill. They had him sit on a rock and they stood by
his side and lifted up his hands. You need to be around people
who will encourage you. Joshua and Israel (Jesus and His peo-
ple) won a great victory that day but it came from a place of
rest. And the Lord swore that He would be at war with Ama-
lek - worrisome, heavy labor—generation upon generation.

You see, God is against worrisome, heavy labor. Amalek sig-
nifies people’s self-effort, self-sufficiency, their striving, their
trying to earn or prove something. We don’t need to try any-
more. We don’t need to beg anymore. Jesus has given every-
thing to us because of His finished work. Worry is trying to
take you out of rest because when you are resting, you see
God working. When you rest, you winl

What else happens when you rest? A man infirmed for 38
years was sitting near the pool where the waters would be
stirred by an angel and anyone who got in first would be
healed. This man never made it in because there was never
anyone around to help him. Jesus came by and found him
there. When asked by Jesus if he wanted to be made well,
he told Him that there was no one to help him into the water.
Then Jesus answered him in John 5:8-9, “Rise, take up your
bed and walk. And immediately the man was made well,
took up his bed, and walked. And that day was the Sabbath.”



It was Jesus' habit to heal people on the day of rest.
He was proving a point - when you rest, He works.
Bathseda means “house of grace or the place of outpouring”.
When you are found by grace, all you have to do is take up
your rest (bed) and walk. When you know that you are at
rest, you can be sure that God is working even if you don’t
see anything happening. The religious leaders persecuted
Jesus because they believed that you had to work for your
healing, provision and blessing. You had to be good enough.

But Jesus was the one who found the man and healed him
without the man doing anything to earn it. Now, I'm not

saying that there is no work involved. Our work is to believe,
the good works come out of our response to rest.

When was the last time you rested? When was the last time
you relaxed? God has it all planned out and prepared for
you. You just need to choose to enter into that rest and believe
God for what He has said to you. The power of God is avail-
able for you to change every situation and bring glory to His
name. It’s time to rest. It’s time to believe. I's time to experi-
ence God’s power. The time is now. | r |

THE REST OF FAITH

Ephesians 2:8-9 ““For by grace you have
been saved through faith, and that not of
yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of
works, lest anyone should boast.”

Faith is the natural language of the be-
liever. Faith brings you into agreement
with what God has done. Faith comes
from looking at the grace and good-
ness of God. You don'’t have to work for
faith. You can’t earn it by doing more. It
is a gift! The truth is, you can’t have faith
without seeing and hearing about Jesus.
Faith is always preceded by grace, and
Jesus is the grace of God.

Grace is a result of everything God has
done for us - His love initiating every-
thing first - through and in Jesus Christ.
It is undeserved, unearned and unmer-
ited favor. It makes every good and
perfect gift, blessing
available for us. Faith is simply your re-
sponse to God. It is you believing Him.
It is “the leaning of your entire human
personality on Him in absolute trust and
confidence in His power, wisdom, and
goodness” (Col. 1:4 [AMP]). It is the
hand that reaches out to receive what
God has already given by grace. Ken-
neth Hagin said, “Look for a child that
knows that he/she is loved by his/her
father, then you will see great faith.”

every spiritual

God wants us to have an “all is prepared”
mindset. We need to know who prepared
it and what has been prepared for our

benefit. Self-sufficiency is not faith. Gala-
tians 3:12 (AMP) says, “But the Law does
not rest on faith [does not require faith, has
nothing to do with faith], for it itself says,
He who does them [the things prescribed by
the Law] shall live by them [not by faith].” If
you don’t know that God has already fin-
ished it and prepared everything for you,
you will be thinking that you need to earn
it and that becomes a dead work. If the
motivation of your serving God is about
trying to earn blessings and favor, then
you are serving out of a “works” mentality.

Serving God should be a heart response
to His goodness and all that He has done
for us. Then it becomes a good work.

When you see God’s amazing grace, God
sees great faith. In Mark 5:25-34, we see
the woman with the issue of blood hav-
ing been made whole by Jesus. She had
heard about Him (the word of grace) and
that all who came to Him were healed.
Determined to touch Him, she braved the
crowds thronging around Jesus even if it
could mean her death because it would
have meant being stoned. Under Jew-
ish law, women who were bleeding were
considered unclean and if anyone touched
them, they became unclean as well. Also,
they could be stoned for going out into
a crowd. This woman had been bleed-
ing for 12 years, spending all she had
on doctors who could not help her; she
probably was dirty and smelly... But she
was determined to receive her healing.

She said to herself, “If | can only touch
the hem of His garment, | will be healed.”
She spoke what she believed. Confession
is for your benefit. Faith comes by hear-
ing the Good News about Christ (Romans
10:17 NT). She spoke by grace through
faith: “l believe therefore | spoke”. It
was her response to what she had heard
about Jesus. Faith is bold and aggres-
sive. It won't settle for anything less than
complete healing. She was hopeful -
fidently expecting a good result.

And she received the healing. In fact, the
very source of the problem, the root of it,
had been taken care of “as the fountain
of her blood was dried up”. Jesus felt
power leave Him. Faith that sees grace
draws power out.

The burden is on Jesus to perform. It takes
the burden off you to have to have great
faith. We just take a look at how great
Jesus is and faith comes as a response
to that. It doesn’t matter what the size
of your faith is. You might have faith as
small as a mustard seed, but if you are
focusing on how great Jesus is, you will
find yourself walking in great faith. Just
like the woman with the issue of blood—as
she saw the greatness of Jesus, you can
hear Jesus say, “Great is your faith....”
